Lastly, as issues
that we are facing, she stated that UD could be com-
piled into good design, or researching into market-
ing or the human brain, and cooperation with the
developing countries.
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Lastly, Mr. Kawaguchi, Chairman of the Board of
Directors, introduced the IAUD Medium-Term Vision
and the new Sectional Divisions of the IAUD as well
as details of the International Conference which is to
be held this coming October. At the end of the event,
there was a lively Q & A with the audience during
which many opinions were exchanged.
